
WORKERS ACTION CAN STOP THE WAR IN GAZA
 DEFEND THE PALESTINIAN PEOPLE! NO U.S. BOMBS FOR ISRAEL!

This is the fifth month of Israel’s genocidal war against the Palestinian people. The Zionist carnage is continuing
with the dropping of 2,000 lb. U.S. bombs and shooting innocent civilians. 28,000 Gazans, mostly children and
women, have been slaughtered with thousands more under the rubble. Casualties number 60,000 with scant
medical care. The war is escalating. Yemen, Lebanon, Syria, Iraq have now been drawn into the war as U.S. attacks
on these countries seeks to provoke a war with Iran, a formidable force in the Middle East that could lead to
WWIII. Dockworkers in Spain, Italy and Belgium have refused to load military cargo to Israel. Many unions are
coming out against the war: Autoworkers, Postal Workers, Teachers, Electrical Workers, Service Workers and
Nurses as well as the ILWU Locals 10, 5, 6 and IBU. ILWU Canada has called for a ceasefire and solidarity with the
Palestinian General Federation of Trade Unions. Even the AFL-CIO finally made a statement for a ceasefire. Why have
the ILWU International officers been silent despite ILWU’s principled history of defending Palestinian rights?
