Crime Rape: penetration without consent 1
reported to you? Fondling: sexual touching without consent

Stalking: two or more acts directed at a specific person; causes substantial emotional
distress
Homicide: murder, non-negligent manslaughter
Aggravated Assault: attack to inflict severe bodily injury; usually involves weapon
Robbery: taking by force or threat
Burglary: unlawful entry of a structure to commit felony or theft
Motor Vehicle Theft: includes joyriding and electric bikes
Arson: willful malicious burning
Simple Assault:* physical attack, no severe injury
