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Challenges for NLP shared tasks in the chatGPT era
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1. Abstract

The generative Al tsunami has turned Natural Language
Processing upside down, and evaluation challenges (such
as the ones conducted in SemEval, Evalita and IberLEF)
are no exception. Since the introduction of chatGPT
less than ten months ago, we have seen technical pa-
pers claiming that it annotates better than crowdwork-
ers for many types of tasks, and at the same time that
crowdworkers may be using chatGPT to complete their
assignments in a substantial proportion. The best genera-
tive models are routinely passing exams from university
degrees, but we have also learned that contamination
is a key issue when evaluating large language models:
models have probably seen the answers of the exams.
Everything is fascinating and confusing.

In the talk we will discuss this situation, and we will
review some evaluation challenges that are equally
relevant in the post chaGPT era. We will pay special
attention to evaluation metrics, learning with disagree-
ment scenarios and the problem of measuring the
relative performance of large language models between
languages.
