iii. In terms of Credit, we received an amount of 1100 CHF from CERN staff
Association. In total, we have a credit of 3150 CHF.

iv. Regarding the debits, we had a total of 2982.90 CHF. Indeed, the club had to
pay, as major amounts, 1300 CHF for the Cricket Switzerland subscription, 543
CHF worth of equipment and 305 CHF for the club kit.

v. Some players still haven’t paid the 2023 Subscriptions and drinks.

All other positions except vice-captain and match manager coordinator had only one candidate

and were voted in as a slate, unanimously. Voters had to have paid their membership fee before
