Specifically,	 this	 poster’s	 virtual	 and	 physical	
visualizations	 leverage	 the	 use	 of	 additional	 spatial	
and/or	 temporal	 dimensions,	 including	 the	 use	 of	
animation	and	interactivity,	to	facilitate	a	distant,	but	
nuanced,	reading	of	Kissinger	and	his	correspondence.
