Study Selection: Observational studies (published in English)
from U.S. states that examined an association between PDMP
implementation and nonfatal or fatal overdoses.

Data Extraction: 2 investigators independently extracted
data from and rated the risk of bias (ROB) of studies by using
established criteria. Consensus determinations involving all
investigators were used to grade strength of evidence for
each intervention.

Limitation: Few studies, high ROB, and heterogeneous analytic
methods and outcome measurement.

Conclusion: Evidence that PDMP implementation either in-
creases or decreases nonfatal or fatal overdoses is largely insuf-
ficient, as is evidence regarding positive associations between
specific administrative features and successful programs. Some
evidence showed unintended consequences. Research is needed
to identify a set of “best practices” and complementary initiatives to
address these consequences.
