and W. Edwards Deming, managers have
long been obsessed with ways to improve
business processes. And in the past 20
years a host of improvement initiatives,
including lean production, Six Sigma,
and agile, have swept through a range of
industries. Studies show that companies
embracing such techniques may enjoy
significant improvements in efficiency
and costs. But when the University of
North Carolina’s Brad Staats and the
University of Oxford's Matthias Holweg
and David Upton looked at the benefits,
they noticed a gap. “These things always
work well initially, but often the gains
fade very quickly,” Holweg says.

To understand why some improve-
ments are sustained and others aren’t, the
researchers examined 204 lean projects
launched from 2012 to 2017 at a European
bank with more than 2,000 branches
in 14 countries and serving more than
16 million customers.
