Route from New Orleans via Dallas to Denver, was not approved. 
The other States Involved did not support the proposition and 
the territory is already supplied with sufficient U. S.
Numbered Routes.

58. Ohio; The request for a new 1J. S. number from Cleveland
to Toledo In order to take in a toll bridge at Sandusl^, was refused 
as most of this route is already absorbed with U. S> 6; and the 
suggestion Is made that If the State wishes a single number between 
these points they should adopt a State number.

60. Illinois. lo.va. Nebraska. Colorado; A oroposal for a now 
U. S. numbered route from Peoria, Illinois, to Denver, Colorado, 
approved by the State Ei^way Departments of Nebraska and Iowa only, 
was not granted because the territory is now occupied by other U. S. 
routes.

61, Indiana. Ohio. Kentucky. lT°3t Virginia. Tennessee. North 
Carolina. South Ctirollnai The proposal for a new U. S. numbered 
route from Chicago, Illinois, to Charleston, South Carolina, was not 
acproved not only due to the fact that all States did not give their 
approval but also because the territory generally is well occupied with 
U. S. numbered routes, and the proposal uses in most parts routes already 
numbered. An exception to this situation applies to the State of 
^entucliy only and further developments may nrovlde for that State.

62. Arlmnaea; The request for a new route from Corning to
Helena, along the eastern border of the S^ate was denied on the 
ground that the territory for Interstate travel is sufficiently 
occupied. It Is recommended that the State adopt a continuous 
State number.

63. Louisiana. Arkansas; The request for a new U. S. number 
from Pine Bluff, Arkansas, to Ferrlday, Louisiana, Is not considered 
of enou^ national' Imnortance to be needful for this kind of travel 
service, as IT. S. 66 and IT. S. 165 occupy the territory sufficient^.
It is recommended that these two States agree upon one continuous 
State number.

64. iTangfts. • Oklahoma; ^e request for the extension of IT. S.
177, which is a very short route, was denied on the groxmd that the 
present policies do not uemlt the extension of this shout route.

66. Oklahomin The request for an extension or addition to be
known as "Alternate" route 70-H was denied on the ground that lettered 
routes are no longer established. The proposed "Alternate" is longer 
than the present route.

66. Nebraska. South Dakota. Colorado; The r-quest for a new
route from Hot Springs, South Dakota, to Sterling, Colorado, was 
disallowed. The Cosnittee feels that a continuous State no^er will 
provide sxifflcient information for the travelling public.

67. Texas; A proposed change In IT. S. 271 was denied as being
unnecessary.

68. Teraa; The request for a new IT. S. numbered route from
Blchland to Henq>stead was denied on the ground that it was unnecessaiy 
for/interstate travel, and it is recommended to the State that one 
continuous State nionber cover this area.

69. Montana; The proposal to grant another "Alternate" route
for IT. S. 10, idilch alrea^ has a 10-S and a 10-N in the same terrltoiy, 
and no plan has yet been evolved to rid this route of a letter, was 
refused on the ground that it Is contrary to the oollcies now operating 
for the establishment of IT. S. numbered routes.



TO. ’Montana. Soruth Dakota. Woralagi The proposal for the ,
extension of U. S. 212 from Belle ?ourcho. South DaJcota, wae 
refused with the su^^gestlon that this route he given a contlnacnis 
State number. Later on, if a throu^ route west from Belle 
?ourche is developed, then a renewal of this recfuest would he 
given consideration.

71. Idaho. Montana! The r-quest for a new route or "Alternate*
for U. S. 10 over i^at is locally teown as the Claries Foric 
Highway, between Missoula, Montana, and Spolcane, ITashlngton, 
was not apnroved. It is reooroniended that these States provide 
a continuous number. The State Highway Department of Hashington, 
which would oe the terminus of this route, did not support the 
proposition.
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72. Oeorgla; The request for a new route from Atlanta north 
via Marietta, Canton, Tate, Jasper, Zllijay to Blue Hldge on 
the Tennessee line, was not approved, with the suggestion that 
this route could he made a continuous State nunher.

73. Georgiat The request for a new U. S. numbered road from 
BL,wIcin«vllle via Abbeville, Ocllla, to an Intersection with 
U. S. 1 at Alma, was denied. This prouosed new route is 28 
miles longer than U. S. 341, which now goes from Hawklnsville 
to Baxley on U. S. 1.

74. Georgia! The request for a new U, S. numbered route from 
Hawiclnsvllle via Montesuma, Oglethorpe, Bllavllle, Buena 7ista 
to Columbus, was disallowed. It is the Committee's Judgment 
that a continuous State number would be sufficient.
