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The Bunkyo University Foundation is an academic group with
five campuses. The Headquarters is located at the Hatanodai
campus in Tokyo’s Shinagawa Ward. There are three schools
attached to the University - a kindergarten, a junior high school
and a senior high school. Including the student enroliment of
our kindergarten, there are 1,509 students attending these
schools.

The Koshigaya campus, located in Koshigaya City, Saitama
Prefecture, consists of the Faculty of Education, the Faculty
of Human Sciences, the Faculty of Language and Literature,
the Graduate School of Human Sciences (Master’s & Doctor-
al program ), the Graduate School of Language and Culture
(Master’s & Doctoral program ), the Graduate School of Edu-
cation (Master’s program), the Special Postgraduate Course
and the Foreign Student Department. 4,758 students are
enrolled in the Koshigaya campus.

In the Shonan campus in Chigasaki City, Kanagawa Prefecture,
1,648 students are enrolled. The campus comprises the Faculty
of Information and Communications, the Faculty of Health and
Nutrition, the Graduate School of Information and Communi-
cations (Master’s program).

There are currently 1,880 students enrolled and studying at
our Tokyo Adachi campus in Tokyo’s Adachi Ward. The
campus is home to the Faculty of International Studies, the
Faculty of Business Administration, and the Graduate School
of International Studies (Master’s program), as well as the
Secretarial Department of the University.

In the Ishikawadai campus in Tokyo’s Ota Ward, an elementary
school where 332 students are enrolled is also attached to the

Bunkyo University.

The teaching staff of the Bunkyo University Foundation are
devoted to providing personalized education, and thus understand
the needs of each and every student at all levels of schooling.
In light of the rapid speed of internationalization of Japanese
society, the junior high school, the senior high school and the
University have academic affiliation agreements with educational
institutions in countries such as Australia, Canada, China,
Germany, Indonesia, Ireland, Malaysia, Malta, Mongolia, New
Zealand, the Philippines, South Korea, Taiwan, Thailand, the
United States, and Vietnam. Under these agreements, most of
our partner schools and international institutions have promoted
intercultural exchanges between students, including exchange
programs in which students from Bunkyo and foreign
universities study at each other’s universities.

The Bunkyo University Foundation has stepped up its efforts
to deepen the relationship between its schools and has striven
to offer education in a manner that would increase the
satisfaction of all students. Graduates of the Bunkyo University
Foundation have been playing major roles in various communities
and have received high acclaim for their contributions and
achievements in society.

The Bunkyo University Foundation is resolved to serve the
interest of society by providing education aimed at promoting
the foundation for the global age, which is “Empathy for All

Humanity”.

Special Postgraduate Course

Advanced Education Specialist Program

The special postgraduate course is a one-year program for college graduates
based on the School Education Act. We have a limited enrollment number of 15
students and a minimum requirement of obtaining 30 credits while in this
course. We focus on three kinds of abilities for students to acquire advanced
and practical leadership: the ability of instructional design, the ability of class-
room management, and the ability of problem-solving in an educational
business field. Upon completion of this course, students acquire teaching
credentials for elementary school equal to a Master’s degree. Students who
graduated from a four-year university with Secondary School Teaching Creden-
tials for elementary school can audit classes in the undergraduate program for
education majors to obtain Elementary School Teaching Credentials. The expert
staff in elementary school education will assist students in honing their teaching
ability and provide counseling on teaching practice throughout the program and
after program completion. Many of our staff possess valuable experiences as
elementary school educators, as principals or supervisors of school boards.

Foreign Student Department

The Foreign Student Department was established in April 1993 as a division of
a Japanese language course from the Institute of Language and Culture. This
department is designed to educate and train foreign students, mainly from
Asian countries, for either one full year or one and a half years by offering
Japanese language courses and helping them acquire basic knowledge about
Japan. The purpose of training these students is to help them advance to
higher educational institutions in Japan in the future, such as various faculties
and graduate schools at Bunkyo University and other Japanese universities.
Every year, some exchange students from New Zealand, Germany, China and
South Korea take classes in the Foreign Student Department to acquire
necessary skills as well. In addition, Japanese undergraduate students who
want to teach Japanese language in the future learn knowledge and skills in
this department.
