women’s rights organisations 
to use, reclaim and shape ICTs 
to stop violence against 
women and girls 

•  to create platforms and 
opportunities for women and 
girls to critically engage with 
ICTs to combat violence, and 
as survivors of violence, to 
contribute towards self and 
collective healing 

• to build feminist analysis, 
particularly around the 
intersections of violence 
against women and ICT into 
global, regional and national 
ICT policy processes
