**SUBJECT TO CHANGE**

●    Students must complete a minimum of 120-degree credits for graduation.  
●    Required for the BFA in Theater: 122 Credits; 107 Costume Technology Program credits plus an additional 15 Liberal Arts credits.  
●    33 Liberal Arts credits are required for graduation.Theater courses also fulfilling Liberal Arts requirements are noted with a single asterisk (*). 
●    Minimum GPA requirement: 2.0. Students must earn a C grade or better in the required Theater courses or repeat the course. 
●    This is a four-year program; students must be registered for a minimum of 12 credits each semester to achieve full-time status.
