After a denial by the 'Daughters of the American Revolution' to perform at
Constitution Hall, Ms. Anderson becomes the first person to perform a solo

concert at the Lincoln Memorial in Washington, D.C. on Easter Sunday. The
concert draws an unprecedented fully-integrated audience of over 75,000
people. Many feel this concert set the stage for the impending civil rights

movement.
