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Kenneth Waltz's Meta-theoretical Study and its Philosophical Critics

Abstract:

Kenneth Waltz is known as neo-realist in the international political studies. On the other hand, according to a
commonly accepted view, his meta-theory has been understood as anti-realism on the philosophical standpoints
of scientific theories. It is likely true that his meta-theoretical standpoint is anti-realistic in the sense that
the role of theory is the instrument for prediction and explanation, and therefore is not the description of the
essence or reality of the world, but that his meta-theory also has an aspect of scientific realism. Scientific
realism has various standpoints. In the several realistic views in terms of philosophical stances about scientific
theories, Kenneth Waltz's meta-theoretical thinking is very similar with structural realism. But famously,
as is the case with inability to identify the context without any words, structural realism has a same pitfall
in the sense that it is impossible to identify its structure without identifying any entities. Similarly, Waltz's
meta-theory also has this problem with identifying structure, and therefore, his theory of international politics
has no choice but to face with difficulty in theoretically rationalizing smuggling in nation-states as units of

international relations.
