Aural: For the NWR user community and when receivers are properly programmed, residents
will only receive automated notifications via SAME for those county partitions of interest. For
the Clark County warning example, listeners programming their NWR receiver with location
code 832003 will hear their receivers activate with a warning tone and the message will state,
“The National Weather Service in Las Vegas has issued a Flash Flood Warning for Southern
Clark County.”

Aural and Text: For the broadcast community which uses EAS encoder/decoder equipment,
broadcasters may choose to only receive notifications of NWS warnings for county partitions of
interest. For the Clark County warning example, broadcasters choosing to convey the warning to
the public via EAS will include an audio message and text scroll stating, “The National Weather
Service in Las Vegas has issued a Flash Flood Warning for South Clark County.”
